Vision (So far!) 

· Works – That is God’s works what he is doing, our works what we are doing and what we need to do. This will include practical conservation work (parties), possibly lobbying, recycling, litter picking, reclaiming a piece of waste ground etc. Prayer is to play a part in this ministry.

· Talks – Elaboration of creation care theology, practical ‘how to’ talks on creation care, what we can learn about God from nature and the Bible. (Talks on God’s works in other words)

· Walks – Informal guided walks, just enjoying being outside together.

b) Be joined-up i.e. connect with all groups across church life and be part of all we do as a church

· What we can do as a church and as churches within Guildford.
· Creation care and enjoying being out together and with nature as an act of worship.
· Encourage, educate and inspire people within the local church to get active in Creation Care with the help of other groups and networks.

· To demonstrate as Christians that it is a mandate for us from God – it is an important part of the gospel (Good news).

· Teaching on creation care as part of this group i.e. theological basis for creation care. Do this as talks nothing heavy. Also the talks could be lesson’s not just from the Bible but from God’s work’s – learning about God/ and his attributes from nature.

· Make sure this work isn’t being duplicated by others. If it is connect up with them.

· With a view to connect up with those who are already doing work in this field and to become an affiliated A Rocha group. 

· Start with a small project (short term target), aim for a long term target (larger project.
